1) Complete The Med Form to track your prescription as well as non-prescriptio
medications and then share it with your medical team. (www.themedform.com.)

2) Leave your social-cause wristbands home and be aware of the meaning of
wristbands in hospitals.
3) Wash your hands to prevent the spread of infection.

4) Be sure your caregiver checks your patient identification before giving
medications, treatments or procedures.

5) Take an advocate with you to the hospital and for all medical visits to write
down information and ask questions.
